AP English Literature Timed Essay 
Self-Evaluation and Peer Analysis 
You have 15 minutes to complete the following. Use the entire time. The feedback you provide makes you a better writer by forcing you to think about the other side of writing and any feedback you can provide will help your colleagues. Put as much care into the feedback as you put into your own writing.   
1. Read over entire essay once for a general understanding. Look for larger themes, tightly organized, a strong connection to its thesis, and persuasive style. 

2. Write a paragraph at the bottom / back of paper (or attached if not enough room) answering this question: “What is your overall impression of this entire essay? Discuss voice, transitions, style, persuasion, insight, organization, structure, analysis. 

3. Reread the essay while doing the following: 

. Insert feedback numbers and letters based on feedback that Ms. Audino uses on your papers.

a. Underline the thesis statement(s). 

b. Put in [brackets] any sentence or paragraphs that you believe is unnecessary, distracting, or focuses too much on summary and explain why you think so in the margins. 

a. Summarize and star your answer to this: what is one helpful suggestion of something to improve on for next time? 

a. Based on the scoring guidelines, student samples and scores, and the provided AP rubric: what is their AP essay score? (0-9). Circle at top of paper.

After 15 minutes, Ms. Audino will announce for you to: 
· Give the paper back to its author. 

· Discuss with them in person anything that may be confusing or unclear about your commentary.
